Details: 

· Compositions must be sent to arrive by the above deadline together with a completed entry form (provided at the end of this document).
· Compositions and entry forms should be sent to Cambridge Youth Music, 11 Sadlers Close, Coton, Cambridge CB23 7PF  

· Compositions must be submitted in manuscript form either written by hand (in which case it must be clear and legible) or using computer software. 

· We require a copy of the full score and of each individual part.  Please note we will not return any original scores so please make a copy before sending if you need one.

Composition Brief

To write a piece of music inspired by the Festival of Ideas 2014 Theme, Identity.  The submitted pieces should have a maximum performance length of no more than 5 minutes.  The ensemble set for this year’s competition is as follows:

Clarinet (either A, B flat, E flat, or bass)

Flute (inc alto/piccolo)

Cello

Violin

Piano

Percussion 

To be chosen from (NB only one player for all of these!):

Vibraphone

Glockenspiel

2 bongos

2 toms 

Orchestral Bass drum (ie not from a drum kit)

Tam-Tam

3 suspended cymbals

Triangle

Competition entries must be written for at least two of the main instruments listed above and may be written for up to all six.  (Please note - to enable us to perform entries at the competition final, pieces should include only one of each instrument listed). 

Entries will be judged by composer Ewan Campbell and selections from the entries will be performed at the Final on the afternoon of Sunday 2 November, 2014 in West Road Concert Hall, Cambridge as part of the University of Cambridge Festival of Ideas. Composers will be given verbal and written feedback on their work. There will be a class winner and ‘Highly Commended’ awards for each age group.

One of the three age group winners will be chosen as the overall winner of the competition and the Cambridge Young Composer of the Year 2014-15. The winner will receive:

· the Young Composer of the Year cup 

· - a cash prize of £50

· - an invitation to compose a new piece for public performance at a future date
Entrance to the Final will be free and open to all but competitors and audience members should reserve seats via the University Music Outreach website: http://outreach.mus.cam.ac.uk/.

Prize

One of the three age group winners will be chosen as the overall winner of the competition and the Cambridge Young Composer of the Year 2013-14. The winner will receive:
· the Young Composer of the Year cup 

· a cash prize of £50

· A performance of a piece in a University of Cambridge New Music Group Concert 

Additional rules

1. Competitors must either live in Cambridgeshire (excluding Peterborough) or study full-time at a school, 6th Form or further education college in the county.
2. Competitors must be 17 years of age or under on 31st August 2014.

3. Compositions must be the competitor’s own work and should not have won a prize in another competition or been performed at a public concert (school performances not included). 

4. Entries will be judged in three age groups (as of August 31st 2014):

11 and under
12 – 14 years
15 – 17 years 

6. The decision of the judge and organisers will be final and no correspondence will be entered into
